Call to order

4.  Business Arising from the Minutes
Shann asked Erin to introduce the package circulated with new accreditation forms and paperwork which will be distributed as a single unit to future applicants.  There were no comments or questions.

5. Report on OLA/Presentation of Awards
Shann Leighton began a brief discussion of the awards ceremony.  Others in attendance informed Council that the evening was a success, and that there had been a better presence for the status of Accreditations this year when compared to previous.
6. Accreditations
· Kirkland Lake will receive their accreditation documentation at the OLS-N conference in May (they were unable to attend OLA in February).  
· There was discussion of how to keep in touch with libraries facing reaccreditations/expiry.  It was decided that a form letter should be developed and sent to the relevant CEO to encourage reaccreditations.  The Federation will draft a letter and circulate it to the Council Chair for feedback. 

7. New Member Recruitment
Council is still seeking representatives from large/urban libraries as well as a Francophone representative.  Shann will be in touch with the CEO of Pickering (Cathy Grant) as well as the CEOs in West Nipissing, Moonbeam or Kapuskasing.
8. Guidelines Corrections
Council members discussed how to handle necessary corrections existing in the 5th Edition that has been approved by the Federation’s board.  It was agreed that at this point, the corrections that have been made re: section 6.13 in the English edition should be amended in the French translation, but other corrections should be flagged for correction in subsequent editions.  
Attention was drawn to Section 7 where some ambiguities in wording were apparent.  There were also some issues in Section 6 pertaining to the way accreditations are handled in multi-branch systems.

9. Accreditation Lists
Council discussed methods of keeping track of who is on the accredited libraries list and how to delete those whose accreditations have expired.  There are approximately 30 libraries with current accreditation.  As agreed in item 6, David Allen will write a form letter that can be distributed to CEOs of accredited libraries facing expiry to encourage them to reapply for accreditation.  
10. 2011 Priorities
Council discussed setting a deadline or a guide date for the completion of the 6th edition of the Ontario Public Library Guidelines.  With the hopes of completing the revisions by November 2011, the group will meet once monthly for a period of one hour to discuss specific sections of the guidelines.    

Some discussion was held regarding marketing the guidelines via webinar or during OLA sessions.  The opening for proposals for 2012 SuperConference is in mid-March.

The group will have to investigate funding future translations of the document into French.  With this in mind, the Council asked that David Allen, on behalf of council, offer thanks to OLS-N for their help translating the 5th edition into French.  The letter will be drafted and provided to Shann Leighton, Chair, for approval.
