Call to order

Shann Leighton, Chair, called the meeting to order at 10:07am.  Quorum for this meeting was not obtained but the Council moved forward with discussions with the expectation that changes can be approved by motion at the next meeting.
5. Review of Guidelines Document
Sabrina indicated she would not be able to attend the meeting but she provided comments regarding the relevant sections for the Council’s consideration.  These comments were distributed to the Council at the beginning of the meeting for their review.  
Council reviewed the changes from our previous meeting and discussed, briefly, a few items that were held over.  Beginning with section 2.5.1 there was discussion over the use of the wording “majority of materials” with the feeling this could be interpreted in different ways by different auditors or library staff.  It was decided that the wording should be changed to read “at least 75% of materials…” in both section 2.5.1 and its companion guideline 2.5.2.  It was also determined that section 2.6-2.7.2 should be consolidated into Section 7 once we get to that stage.  

Changes to the guideline document from this point forward are recorded on the attached Guidelines document, which tracks this version’s edits as suggested and approved by Council. This meeting concluded discussion with intentions to begin discussions from section 3.2 Library Collections forward at the next meeting.

6. Accreditations
· Peggy shared that there are 5 reaccreditations planned for this fall and one new accreditation.  It was also shared that Orangeville may be considering accreditation in the near future.  
7. Other Business
Shann was able to speak at the recent AMPLO meeting in Toronto on the benefits of accreditation.  One library made inquiry indicating further interest.
