1. 
Call to order

Elise Cole, Vice-Chair, called the meeting to order at 10:04 a.m., and welcomed new Council member Carole Marion, a representative of Francophone libraries.
2.  Approval of agenda

3. Approval of Minutes of Meeting on March 1, 2011

4.  Business Arising from the Minutes
Elise called for a brief discussion of the items listed in the agenda: the Council’s webpage, the potential for an informational webinar, and clarification over who will be presenting the Accreditation Certificate to Kirkland Lake Public Library at the OLS-N Conference in May.  
Steven shared that OLS-N is working to package the historical council content into a zip file/compressed format for the Federation to eventually post on their new website.  This background information will provide a more thoughtful explanation of the work and purpose of the Council.  Erin thanked Steven for his assistance on behalf of the Federation.  Steven also let Council know that he had discussed the potential for a Council webinar with OLS-N management, but webinars will not go forward until fall 2011.  Erin let Council know that the Federation is interested in investigating options to host a webinar from their own site and will report back to Council at the next meeting.  

Elise reported that she would be attending the OLS-N conference as will Shann and David Allen.  Once Shann returns to the office, they will work together to determine who will present the Accreditation certificate to Kirkland Lake Public Library in May.
5. Review of Guidelines Document
Discussion at this meeting focused on sections 1-2.2.  Specific changes were recorded by Steven Kraus and will be circulated to the Council prior to our next meeting.  
Of note, it was agreed that attempts will be made to remove Section 6 from the final document, and instead to integrate standards for multi-branch libraries into the related standards in Section 2.

6. Accreditations
· There are 5 libraries who have agreed to pursue reaccreditations in the south, but they have yet to complete relevant paperwork.
· There are no accreditations scheduled in the north until the fall.

· Erin asked to shadow an accreditation if one takes place within commuting distance of Toronto.
7. Other Business
Some suggestions were put forward on how the Council might market the Guidelines.  It was suggested that some libraries host “accreditation parties” or familiarization sessions that attract libraries within a 100 mile radius.  It was also suggested that Council could take advantage of OLS Trustee Councils and have local trustees speak on the benefits of Accreditation to their own libraries to other trustees.
8. Next Meeting
Shann and Erin will work together to find a date in May for Council’s next meeting.  A Doodle poll will be distributed sometime after April 11.
